Woman’s Car, Occupied by Children, Gets Rammed in Domestic Violence Dispute 

 
Ceres, California – On October 21, 2012 at 10:02 PM, Ceres Police Officers responded 
to the 1500 block of Belmont in Ceres for a disturbance.  A woman arrived home and 
found her husband in his vehicle with a female.  An argument ensued between the 
husband and wife and it turned physical.

Then the girlfriend drove her car 
into the other side of the victim’s vehicle and fled the scene in a small blue Acura.  The 
husband, 30 year old Refugio Diaz from Ceres, was arrested and booked in the 
Stanislaus County Jail for assault with a deadly weapon, domestic violence, child 
endangerment, and false imprisonment.
